Note: 	Observations to cover such items as:


Pendant Markings


Smooth quiet operation of controls and operating mechanisms such as:  running sheaves, brakes, gear boxes and wheel assemblies.


Hoist upper limit switch.


Lines, valves and other parts of air systems for leakage.


Hoist braking for proper operation.


Observations during operation should note deficiencies such as loose or frayed lines related to mechanical or electrical component conditions.





Hooks shall be repaired or replaced if they have:


Any distortion causing an increase in throat opening of 5%, not to exceed 1/4 in.


Any visibly apparent bend or twist from the plane of the unbent hook.


Cracks, nicks, or gouges.


Wear exceeding 10% of the original dimension.
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
