At a minimum, RCTs meet the standards specified in FRCM Article 632. If a RCT transfers from one division/section/center to another and is considered for appointment as an RCT in the new organization, this form should be completed anew to assure coverage of the activities encompassed by the new assignment. RCTs will be subject to certain general radiological training requirements as well as specific RCT training that is indicated on the form. RCTs are subject to continuing education requirements as specified in FRCM Article 633. The final decision on qualification is based on professional judgment of the ESH&Q Director as advised by the ESH&Q Section Radiation Protection Manager.
