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Dear Fermilab Laser Class 3b or Class 4 user,


High-power lasers (Class 3b and Class 4) can cause permanent damage to eyes and skin, and expose individuals to electrical currents, explosions, fires, laser-generated air contaminates or toxic materials, collateral radiation, noise, and ultraviolet light.  

Your use of a Class 3b or Class 4 laser at Fermilab must be approved by the Laser Safety Officer prior to operation.  Please proceed by completing the following:


1. Complete and return a Laser Registration Form.
2. Ensure that your supervisor has completed your Individual Training Needs Assessment and that you are identified as a Fermilab Class 3b or Class 4 Laser user.
3. Take the necessary Laser Safety Training Class.
4. Have a laser eye exam done.  This can be arranged through the Fermilab Medical Office (x3232).
5. Ensure that proper enclosures, interlocks, and Personal Protective Equipment are in place.
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Send laser Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) and/or Hazard Analysis (HA) to LSO for review.
7. Place laser registration labels on the laser after receipt from LSO.
8. Arrange with LSO for final field review approval of laser operations.



The process of registering and properly configuring a Class 3b or Class 4 laser for use can take a significant amount of time and resources.  Please consult with the LSO as soon as you identify a need for such a laser.
