[bookmark: _GoBack]The US Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) and the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA) require annual reporting of listed toxic chemicals used in quantities greater than their respective reporting thresholds as defined in SARA Title III Section 313 (also known as the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act).   Divisions/Sections/Centers may use TRI chemicals in quantities below the reporting threshold; however, each D/S/C must submit their data for all TRI chemicals regardless of the quantity used in 2013.  The ESH&Q Section will sum up releases from D/S/Cs to determine if Fermilab as a whole exceeds the reporting thresholds for any TRI chemical.
