High Pressure Relief Valve Incident at PAB

Meeting date/time: 5/13/2015 8:00 AM in Wilson Hall 7th floor cross over
Attendees: Terry Tope (Chair), Tom Nicol, Mike Bonkalski, Eric McHugh, Kurt Krempetz, Mike Herr (DOE observer)
Agenda: Interview supervisor of Bob Barger
· Pete has been the supervisor of Bob Barger for roughly 5 years.  
· Pete estimates Bob spends 75% of this time at PAB in the calibration shop.  
· Pete feels Bob Barger is the PAB calibration shop expert such that Pete does not direct his work there.  
· Pete does not consider Bob Barger’s hearing as great but does not think Bob’s hearing negatively impacts his job as mechanical technician. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The team agreed that when Bob was interviewed his hearing did not appear to impact normal conversation.   
· In the past Pete would tighten multiple pipe thread joints together as an assembly.  After this incident Pete would tighten each threaded joint individually.  
· Mike Bonkalski wondered if Bob Barger was in the hearing conservation program.  It appears Bob is not.  It was proposed that Bob be tested to quantify his hearing.  Working daily in the calibration shop suggests that Bob should be considered for inclusion in the hearing conservation program.  
· Pete stated that training a new technician is typically accomplished by placing the new technician with a senior technician for on the job training.   
· Pete noted that some technicians will be starting shift work soon and they will receive specific training with respect to the systems they will be monitoring while on shift.  
· Pete would not consider tightening a pipe thread connection using leverage available from the threaded components themselves as appropriate.  Pete would use normal size wrenches.  
· Pete noted that recently he attempted to tighten a pipe fitting at Lab A and it discarded it after it would only engage two turns.  Pete does not count threads when making up a threaded joint but notices when the engagement is obviously lacking.  
· Pete does not recall a threaded connection every failing in the manner of the incident.
