Agenda: Interview a recently hired mechanical technician to evaluate how new hires are trained.  
· Skyler has been at the lab for about 8 months as a FTE.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Skyler is supervised by Pete Simon and in the same technician group as Bob Barger.  
· Before working at Fermilab Skyler worked at Caterpillar and at an automation firm.
· Skyler worked a stint as a contractor during one of the long accelerator shutdowns several years ago in the vacuum group.  
· Skyler noted that the formal training provided by Fermilab far exceeds what he experienced at his other jobs.  
· For the day to day mechanical work he is tasked to perform Skyler has had on the job training by more experienced peers.  From the discussion it appears that he has not been placed in situations without adequate direction from qualified peers.   
· Skyler stated that nearly everyone at Fermilab has been very helpful with respect to addressing questions he needs answered to perform his job.  
· It was discussed that brief threaded connection training could be added to the existing compressed gas training.  
· Skyler did not think formal fabrication classes were required as long as new hires were placed into situations similar to his where OJT was readily available.
