· Terry Anderson retired from Fermilab and is now back as a contractor.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The incident relief valve was requested to perform a pressure test of a RF cavity that when operated contains a bit less than 1,476  psig of hydrogen gas.  The pressure test would have been performed with nitrogen gas.   (1,476 psig x 1.1 = 1,624 psig for the pressure test pressure.)  
· The cavity has a code stamped relief valve set at 1,476 psig that protects it during normal operation.  
· Terry Anderson made it clear to Bob Barger that he could use the valve asap but did not think that he put substantial pressure on Bob.  
· In this case Terry Anderson felt that sending the valve off site for calibration would have been a minimal impact for this project.
