Implementation of FESHM 4230
Confined Space Entry

1.0 Introduction

The Fermilab Environmental, Safety and Health Manual chapter on confined space entry (FESHM 4230) provides instruction on Fermilab’s policies and procedures regarding confined space entries.  Also contained in that chapter are a permit required confined space entry form and a reclassification form.  Outlined in the following sections are additional instructions for implementation of the chapter within the Accelerator Division (AD).

2.0 Notifications and Approval

The FESHM chapter requires notification to the Fire Department, landlord Division Safety Officer (DSO) and functional landlord DSO.  Any individual involved in the entry (i.e. entry supervisor, entrant, attendant) can make this notification and document it on the forms (permit required and reclassification).

The entry supervisor can be any individual trained in confined space entry and is responsible for approving the permit when access can be made safely and all notifications are complete.  An attendant or entrant can serve as the entry supervisor.  Any confined space trained individual involved in the entry can evaluate a space to determine if it can be reclassified as a non-permit required confined space.

The FESHM chapter allows each division/section to document its requirements for ES&H approval of confined space entry permits and reclassification forms.  For those confined spaces, which AD is landlord, ES&H approval is required prior to entry.  This applies to AD personnel in addition to other division/section personnel entering confined spaces in which AD is landlord.  One of the following individuals shall be contacted to approve prior to entry.  Contact shall take place as follows.  If #1 cannot be reached, then contact #2.  If #1 and #2 cannot be contacted then contact #3, etc.

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3.0 Database Maintenance

The FESHM chapter requires that landlord division/sections maintain the information contained in the database on identified confined spaces.  This information is available as a reference to AD personnel when planning work in a confined space.  The database is available from the ESH&Q Section web page at the following link:

Conditions may vary from those documented in the database.

4.0 SubContractors

Subcontractors with approved safety plans addressing confined space entry should make entries in accordance with their own procedures.  Task managers should obtain a copy of relevant procedures and are required to verify that the subcontractor employees have been trained in accordance with the requirements of the Occupational Health and Safety Administration (OSHA) standard.  In addition, the Task Manager must make the notifications to the Fire Department, landlord and functional landlord.

5.0 Review

The entry supervisor is required to review each entry permit and reclassification form upon cancellation of the permit.  The ESH&Q Section Industrial Hygiene and Training Group will review all cancelled permits for self-assessment purposes.

6.0 Recordkeeping

AD confined space entry permits and reclassification forms in original, signed and completed form shall be maintained by the ESH&Q Section Industrial Hygiene and Training Group for review. 
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
