

	Lines of Inquiry (LOI) – Shielding and Configuration Control

	1. Determine the adequacy of the process for requesting changes (temporary or permanent) to the configuration of radiation shielding elements.

	2. Determine if there is proper training in the execution of the process for requesting changes to shielding elements.

	3. Determine if the process of requesting changes to shielding elements contains the necessary authorizations by responsible engineers, radiation safety personnel and responsible workers.

	4. Determine if there is a mechanism to ensure that all changes (temporary or permanent) are correctly accounted for and permanently archived.

	5. Determine the adequacy of the forms used to track the process of radiation shielding element configuration changes.

	6. Interview selected management /staff to determine knowledge of radiation shielding element configuration change requirements.

	7. Determine if there is an established moment when an accelerator, beamline or other facility transitions from a construction project to a working facility after which radiation shielding configuration control is required.

	8. Determine if there is a consistent method for the tracking of configuration controlled shielding elements in field installations and documents.

	9. Determine the adequacy of the process for designing radiation shielding elements.

	10. Determine if there is proper training in the execution of the process for designing shielding elements.

	11. Determine if the process of designing shielding elements contains the necessary authorizations by responsible engineers and radiation safety personnel.

	12. Determine if there is a mechanism to ensure that all documents and drawings for the design of shielding elements are properly archived.
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
