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PURPOSE OF THIS PROCEDURE

A database that assists in collecting observations in the field, entered either by computer or mobile devices.  The database enables trends, related to activities and enable a predictive algorithm to identified potential future safety risks.  This database is used for construction safety and facility safety.

Contacts	This field is used for entering any new ES&H Representative, Superintendent, Building Manager, Division Safety Officer, and Area Manager.
Dashboard	Users home page within Predictive Solutions, providing at-a-glance views of key performance indicators. 
Incidents		Field Not Used
Landlord/Subcontractor	Reference as Companies in Predictive Solution User Help Files.  Was renamed to fit Fermilab terminology.  Landlord/Subcontractor is either the landlord, such as, Accelerator Division (AD) or the subcontractor company’s name, such as, Carl Anderson Construction.
Proj/Locations		This field is for entering new construction projects or building/facilities.
Observations		This field is used for identifying items found in the field.
Observed Party	Members who receive generated reports and must act upon open items.
Region	A division separating the Construction and Facilities Safety reviews.  There is a third region, SURF.
Team Members	Members of a given project/location to receive alerts and weekly reports.
Users	Three levels of permissions, Browser, Manager, and Administrator.  Browser can only enter data and view data on Dash Board.  Manager can run reports, add project/locations, facilities/locations, and users.  Administrator has same permissions as Manager but also has permissions to delete.

Roles and responsibilities can be found on spreadsheet ______.  Only administrator gate keepers can enter new data for Construction Region and Facilities Region.

e. Contact information:
i. Procurement Administrator
ii. Fermilab’s ES&H Coordinator
iii. Subcontractor’s Field Superintendent
iv. Subcontractor’s Safety Representative (Optional)
v. Subcontractor’s Project Manager (Optional)
2. On all projects, the Occupational Safety Manager (Mike Bonkalski), Construction Safety Group Lead (Raul Cantu), and the Construction Procurement Group Lead (Tom Powers) must be included in the Team Members section. 
Facilities
1. The items are required for entering new facilities region information:
a. Landlord, e.g., AD, CD, ESH&Q, FESS, ND, PPD, TD
b. FIMS No.
c. Location Title, e.g., Building’s Name
d. Contact Information:
i. Division Safety Officer
ii. Building Manager
2. On all facilities, Jim Priest, Fire Department and Jim Niehoff must be added as Team Members
