Vendor Training Courses

Some training courses held at Fermilab are presented by off-site vendors.  The ESH&Q policy on these courses is explained below and currently include:
Aerial Lift Training
CPR
Crane Operator Training

Rigging Fundamentals
Tech Shop Safety
These courses will typically be offered on a predetermined basis (e.g. once a quarter, twice a year, etc.).  This new format will help to provide consistency and efficiency, from planning to execution. Employees will be able to effectively plan their training needs around the class date. Notifications regarding when the classes are scheduled will be still be sent through the TRAIN system to denote availability for sign-up. It is your responsibility to ensure your training is current.  Please be aware that additional sessions will not be scheduled to accommodate personal schedules.
Supervisors: If an individual’s training has expired, they are NOT authorized to operate the associated equipment until they have met all training requirements and any associated medical qualifications.
If a particular training course is critically needed before the next scheduled on-site session, then the individual may be required to go off-site to the vendor’s facility for training.  The cost and organization of this off-site training session will be paid directly by the individual’s department.
