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A tripartite was held in the second quarter of FY 2018, reviewing the new regulations of the RCRA Program.  As part of the review, an OFI to re-evaluate the effectiveness of the program, once the changes to the program were made, was put into iTrack.  The physical locations of the satellite accumulation areas were reviewed, as well as the training of chemical waste generators. 

· As of 3/11/2019, 17 people are past due for Chemical Waste Generator Training/5 are visitors.  A reminder through the online Tickler Report was recently sent out to past due waste generators and their supervisors to either renew their training or have the training requirement removed from their ITNA.
· Satellite accumulation areas are in compliance with regulations
· Areas are properly posted
· Area and containers are in good condition
· Waste is stored in containers and are compatible with one another
· Containers are closed in storage
· Containers are labeled and marked
· Volume of waste in storage is acceptable
· Additional, permanent SAAs have been set up for Chemical Waste Generators.  Permanent SAAs have been posted on the Recycling and Waste Webpage, and have been sent to current Chemical Waste Generators
· Waste generator guidelines have been posted and sent to Chemical Waste Generators
· Updates to the ESH for Supervisors training have been submitted which include the requirement for Supervisors to identify a Waste Generator for their area when necessary and maintain their ITNAs accordingly.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]A verification of training for individuals submitting waste pickup request forms was made for both CY 2017 and 2018.  Programmatic changes were made in mid-2018.  In 2017, 91 individuals submitted a Chemical Waste Pickup Request Form.  Out of those 91 individuals, 40 individuals did not have the required Chemical Waste Generator Training. In 2018, of those same individuals, 23 of them did not have the required training.  It should be noted that anyone that submits a pick-up form is checked for current training.  If training is not current, the individual is notified that they need to be up-to-date with their Chemical Waste Generator Training and their submitted form is rejected.
After review of the program, one year later, there are improvements that have been made and have brought the program into compliance.  We will continue to remind individuals of their training obligation and will continue to check compliance with SAAs and labeling.
