[bookmark: _GoBack]Fermilab has implemented masking in conjunction with CDC and the State of Illinois guidelines for public areas.
Important tips for Mask Utilization and Preservation to conserve supplies
· Please utilize hand sanitizer (if available) when entering a building.
· All staff will be required to wear a face covering when inside a building, unless they are alone in a personal office space/cubicle.  They are required to wear a face covering when outside, if >6 feet from another person cannot be maintained.
· Avoid touching your mask or your face.
· You are being supplied a brown paper bag in which your bag is to be used to store your masks.
· Perform hand hygiene using the sanitizer (if available) near the entrance as you exit.
· When you get to your vehicle, remove your mask and place it in the brown paper bag.
· Perform hand hygiene by washing your hands or using hand sanitizer as soon as possible after removing your mask.
· You can and should reuse this mask until soiled or damaged.  See “Information for Personnel Using Face Covers” guidance. 
· If your mask becomes soiled or damaged, please request a replacement via the stockroom (2650-051000).
· Launderable masks (2650-051500) are to be washed in warm water and tumble dried on high.
